Many of you are aware our church had to make some
reductions in our operating budget during 20009.
While these choices were difficult, they provided us
with a modest surplus of $1,813 on December 31,
2009. This placed us in a much better position than
we found ourselves in January 2009; with a $11,156
deficit. Our church, like many families, faced a short-
fall in revenue during the fall of 2008 and continuing
into 2009.

The Finance Committee developed a very conserva-
tive 2010 budget for
for program needs or salary for staff). The Committee
has been working diligently with our church leaders to
ensure funds are provided for necessary services and
ministries. It is through the faithfulness of the mem-
bers of this congregation that we have been able to
sustain ourselves financially.

As Chair of the Finance Committee, | am so blessed to
have such dedicated members who serve so faithfully.
We have not only been challenged with maintaining
our income to cover expenses, but we needed to install
a new financial and accounting system on January 1st.
This action required us to implement and learn new
reporting formats. For the past ten years, David An-
derton has been a dedicated and faithful steward as our
church Treasurer. He requested to have someone else
serve in this capacity beginning this year, but thank-
fully he will continue
Chair and a member of the Finance Committee. Mary
Bradstock took over as our church Treasurer in mid-
March and is working diligently to learn the account-
ing system and manage our financial funds. The
Committee is also blessed to have Anne Garland Dodd
as our financial consultant and church auditor. As a
Certified Public Accountant, Anne Garland provides

us with financial guidance and prepares our monthly
financial reports.

Quarterly updates will now be provided to the congre-
gation.
