Old Testament History 101

Do you remember all of the Biblical characters that

you learned as a child: Noah, Moses, Samson, David [

and Daniel? Do you know their historical context in
the vast history of the Old Testament?

Most Christians know Biblical characters but they
don’t know where they fit in the history of God’s
people. When you were a child, your Sunday

School teacher proba-
bly left out some de-
tails. (They didn’t want
to frighten you and for
good reason.) For ex-

n’t a long peaceful hike

through the wilderness
back to Canaan. It was actually a military campaign
with the end result of ridding the land of Canaan-
ites.

The Golden Rule teaches: “Do unto other as you
would want them to do unto you.” The Golden Rule
of the Old Testament states: “Do unto others before
they do it unto you.” With enemies pitted against
them on all sides, the Israelites lived in perilous
times.

Old Testament History 101 will explore all of the
historical movements of the ancient Hebrews. We
will examine the Patriarchs, the Theocracy, the
Monarchy as well as the Exiles. The class will con-
clude by showing how the Sadducees, Pharisees and
Zealots developed, thus providing a historical con-
text for Jesus of Nazareth. This class will help sea-
soned parishioners put Old Testament characters in
context, and it will give new believers insight to the
major movements of Old Testament history. The
class is open to parishioners of all ages including
high school students. (This class was designed with
summer vacations in mind.)
